Near A short distance away.  

Far A great distance away.  

Improvement  A thing that makes something better or is better than something 

else. 

Local area The area where you live and spend most of your time.  

Changes  To make (someone or something) different; alter or modify. 

Main road A major road, typically one with a large amount of traffic.
