English

In English this half term, there will be a huge focus on
Reading in preparation for our SATs. We will be practicing
reading comprehension skills and how to make inferences

about a text which is a key area in which the children will be
tested on in their SATs in May. As well as reading in school
every day, we will be expecting the children to read at home
at least 4 nights a week as this will really give them an
advantage in tackling those tricky reading SAT questions.

In writing, we will be using our class reader ‘Goodnight

Mister Tom," as stimuli to create a balanced argument about
evacuation. Alongside this, there will be a huge focus on
spelling, grammar and punctuation activities.

History: WW2

Our History topic this half term is World War 2. The
children will use their research skills to find out when
and why WW2 began and ended and what life was like
for an evacuee. We will look at significant events that
happened during WW?2 such as The Blitz. We will also
look into the lives of prominent figures during the 6
years of the war to find out who they are and why they

Maths

We will continue studying fractions in Maths this
term and linking them to decimals and percentages.
The children will be solving many problems and
puzzles to apply these skills and will revise written
methods, applying them to all areas of the subject.
We will also be completing weekly arithmetic and

This half term, we will be using our research from
World War 2 to think about Rationing. We will
research how Britain faced food shortages and
discuss how rationing books were used. We will

then immerse ourselves into 1939 and create our
own recipe for a soup using our rationing book.

Eventually, children will create their own soup using
their World War 2 recipe!

PE this half term is Dance, we will be discovering how
dance was used during the War to boost morale of
soldiers and citizens.
